Officially recognised as a world leading 
talent of Tsugaru Shamisen, Hibiki regularly 
performs across the UK and Europe.

His professional activities include teaching 
more than 30 students and collaborating 
with many other musicians and artists 
across a variety of projects.

TSUGARU SHAMISEN?
The shamisen originated 
approximately 500 years ago and 
its growing popularity made it a 
key instrument in Japanese music 
during the Edo period. Different 
styles of shamisen emerged 
throughout Japan. 

The Tsugaru Shamisen comes from 
Aomori, the northernmost 
prefecture of Japan's main island. 
Its distinctive percussive and 
improvised style of playing gives it 
much versatility, allowing it to 
accompany different kinds of 
music, including folk, jazz and rock. • Private lessons in London at
