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Two disciplines; the art of Tate and the Japanese sword
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THE JAPANESE SWORD

The art of the Japanese sword uses real swords and descends
from the warrior traditions of the Samurai. Symbolic of
Samurai tradition and culture, it is both a deadly weapon and
a work of art with the wielding of a sword being considered

a philosophical as well as a physical discipline.

TATE

Tate on the other hand, is the Japanese performance art of
stage fighting. Deeply rooted in the culture of Japanese
aestheticism, it is a descendant of 'tachimawari' the
encircling fight scenes of Kabuki theatre. Using stage
weapons to create simulated rather than real fights, Tate
instead seeks a sense of heightened theatrical realism. It is a
continual exploration of where we find truth even in that

which is highly stylized.
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Thoughts on the craftsmanship & spirituality of the Japanese sword
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A real traditional Japanese sword is the product of the combined skills of more than ten
craftsmen; it is unique to Japan and can be found nowhere else in the world. As well as
being recognised as a work of art as an item, it must also be respected as a weapon, if
handled incorrectly.

Therefore the spirit of the person holding the sword is just as important as the physical
discipline of wielding it. The person who handles the Japanese sword must endeavor to be
free from harmful thoughts, try to let go of that which is wicked, and face the sword with
honesty and integrity.

Enshrining this sense of spirit and teaching the magnificence of the craftsmanship
involved in the making of the swords themselves, is of the utmost importance. Sharing
this knowledge across the world is an important part of preserving this traditional

culture and ensuring its continued survival for generations to come.
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The art of “Makiwara" slicing
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Makiwara is the name given to rolled up tatami mats (straw mats) used in Japanese sword training and

other martial arts. Over time, the word has also become synonymous with demonstrations of the use of

Japanese swords, particularly the slicing action.

In demonstrations, the makiwara is cut in unison by swordsmen using the exact same stroke and arc of
the blade, with their breath in perfect unison. They call this the: "Makiwara slash" (fii \W¥f D). The cuts

made by the swords hit the straw in such a way that it somehow gives the impression of if both sides are

fighting against a each other.

Another popular demonstration method is known as: "Shaking the straw” Slashing at moving objects

(thrown into the air) as if in a battle. This is known as: HLAL#T Y Ranrezari (Random slashing).
